When someone we love is dying, we do not want him or her 
to  be in pain.  It is only natural to want to ease or end all suf-
fering.  The Catechism of the Catholic Church offers these 
guidelines: ñThe use of painkillers to alleviate the sufferings of 
the dying, even at the risk of shortening their days, can be 
morally in conformity with human dignity if death is not 
willed as either an end or a means, but only foreseen and toler-
ated as inevitableò (CCC2279).  In other words, it is permissi-
ble to medicate for pain, but you cannot use narcotics as an 
end or means to hasten someoneôs death-only to alleviate pain 
and to minimize a personôs suffering.  Drugs cannot be used to 
directly cause a personôs death. 

It is important to discuss the kinds of treatment a person would 
want when he or she is dying.  An important question is, 
ñWould you want to be medicated even if that would mean 
you would not be conscious?ò  It is also important to have a 
discussion with your priest.  Many times one is forced to make 
terrible decisions about medical care, and it is always good  to 
have someone we trust who can help us make the best choice.

From the Pastorõs Desk 

In todayôs gospel reading, the temptations 
to turn stones into bread, to worship Sa-
tan and to leap from the pinnacle of the 
Temple demonstrate three aspects of self
-control: material, civil and spiritual. Like-
wise, they correspond with three levels of 
human blessings: 1) material goods, 2) 
political power and 3) spiritual powers.  

These, in turn, correspond to three hu-
man seductions: 1) If you will worship me, 
I will make you rich; 2) If you will worship 
me, I will give you political power; 3) If 
you will worship me, I will endow you with 
magical power.  

Jesus dismisses the temptations by refer-
ences to Deuteronomy. "One does not 
live by bread alone" (8:3); "Worship the 
Lord your God" (6:13), and "Do not put 

the Lord your God to the test" (6:16).  

Jesus used two powerful weapons 
against the temptations: the Holy Spirit 
and Holy Scripture. First, Jesus was "full 
of the Holy Spirit," and the Spirit helped 
him to survive his temptations (Lk 4:1, 
4:14, 4:18). Second, Jesus quoted Holy 
Scripture in response to all three tempta-
tions.If we truly believe that Jesus is like 
us in all things but sin, why can we not 
also use the power of the Holy Spirit to 
shield us from temptation?  This Gospel 
story is just what we need to understand 
another aspect of Godôs mercy.  He has 
given us all we need to win the fight 
against temptation and sin.  Let us re-
solve to be determined in our Lenten ob-
servance to put into practice these same 
techniques to fight against the evil one, 
just as Jesus shows us.  And we can be 
victorious over the devil each day of our 
lives.
